Human Systems Integration

In order to comply with new Department of Defense acquisition guidance issued on 12 May 2003, (e.g., DODD 5000.1 and DODI 5000.2), service program managers are required to implement Human Systems Integration on major acquisition programs. Enclosure (7) to DODI 5000.2 specifically charges program managers with having a comprehensive plan for HSI in place early in the acquisition process.  This plan is to

address manpower, personnel, training, human factors engineering, environment/safety/occupational health, personnel survivability and habitability. The 52nd DoD Human Factors Engineering Technical Advisory Group meeting, to be held in the Washington, D.C. area, will focus on what the military services are doing to implement the current DoD Human Systems Integration policy. Specifically, representatives from DDR&E and each of the services will highlight their HSI policies, practices, regulations and initiatives intended to fully implement the intent of this new HSI mandate.

SESSION ABSTRACTS FORMAT

TITLE:  Full presentation title.

PRESENTER:
 Name, title, organization, complete mailing address, phone number, DSN (if applicable), email (optional).  Separate with commas on two or three lines to leave as much space for narrative as possible.

SYNOPSIS:  Narrative.  Briefing slides will not be published. Address all important points of your presentation in a succinct manner. Abstracts should be no longer than one-half page (4.25 inches in height or 25 lines maximum).  Note general format above.

For presentations discussing results of research and applications:
Concentrate on completed research or interim results which have not been previously reported at the TAG.  Include a general statement to orient the reader to the problem under study, the findings, and the recommendations.

For presentations discussing programs in progress:
Acquaint others with on-going work, so we may know what others are doing. Mention participating individuals, phone numbers, organizations, and the portion of work each is addressing so they may be contacted for more information. Mention joint-service participation and dual-use technologies. If the program is producing a product, mention what it will do; and identify the intended user community.
